The Native Bee and Butterfly Mix is made up of 25 species of native grasses and wildflowers selected specifically to provide

food and habitat for our at-risk native pollinators. The diversity of species in this mix have been chosen for their staggered

bloom times throughout the growing season as well as their resilient ability to withstand the extremes of the Midwestern

climates. One pound of this mix will cover approximately 2500 square feet. Under normal conditions, the flowers in this mix

range in size from 8 to 42 inches at maturity.

Suggested maintenance: Native wildflowers generally take 3-5 years to become fully established in a garden. For best results,

loosen soil with a rake or other garden tool prior to seeding to create a ‘soft landing’ for wildflowers. Be sure to eliminate

weeds in the garden bed prior to seeding. Distribute seed evenly throughout the garden area and lightly rake the seed into

the soil. Aim to water emerging plants 2-3x per week until plants are ~6” in height.
